8. Resource: United Nations Security Council Resolution 1888 and United Nations Security Council Resolution 1889

The 30th September 2009 Resolution 1888 was adopted by the Security Council. It builds on 1325 and 1820 and calls on the Secretary-General “to rapidly deploy a team of experts to situations of particular concern in terms of sexual violence, to work with United Nations personnel on the ground and national Governments on strengthening the rule of law”. It also calls for a Special Representative of the Secretary-General on sexual violence in conflict, to ensure UN leadership and coordination to respond to sexual violence.

Resolution 1889 was adopted by the Security Council on October 5, 2009. This Resolution builds on 1325 and calls for relevant actors to “identify ways to address remaining and new challenges in implementing resolution 1325”. It focuses on the implementation of 1325 particularly in post conflict period and urges to relevant actors to “ensure that women’s empowerment is taken into account during post-conflict needs assessments and planning, and factored into subsequent funding disbursements and programme activities, including through developing transparent analysis and tracking of funds allocated for addressing women’s needs in the post-conflict phase”.
