32 Demonstrators arrested 

ZPP has received reports that 32 Zimbabwe Congress of Trade Union (ZCTU) demonstrators were arrested around 10:00 am in the morning today.  The arrested included Zansi Mabunda, Charles Chikonzo, Denzel Mushayi, Ngoni Nyanhete and others. The total number of arrested persons in Gweru is 32 and these have been taken to Gweru Central Police Station. The Zimbabwe Congress of Trade Union members who wanted to present a petition to the Provincial Governor were denied submission by the Governor. The petition was demanding access by people to their money which has been locked up in the banks. Many of the citizens have been frustrated by the fact that they cannot access their money from the bank. Long queues at the banks continue to be the order of day in Zimbabwe where the withdrawal limit is set at Z$500000.  

Meanwhile, the whereabouts of Jestina Mukoko, the Zimbabwe Peace Project National Director, who was abducted in the morning, are still unknown.
