Pax Christi International Strongly Condemns 

Attacks on Civilians in the Philippines

Pax Christi International is deeply concerned about the multiple bombings that have recently occurred in the Philippines. These violent attacks have largely been targeted against civilians. Twelve innocent people have lost their lives and dozens more have been injured as a result of these senseless actions.  

Since 4 July 2009, five bombings have exploded in public places throughout the southern Philippines. The most recent attacks were on 7 July in Jolo, Sulu and in Illigan City. No group has claimed responsibility for the attacks.

Pax Christi International would like to extend its thoughts and prayers to the families of the victims, to those who have been wounded, and to all the citizens of the Philippines. Attacking and killing innocent people is never justified. Taking a life for political reasons shows complete disrespect for the dignity of human life and for the international laws that aim to protect the innocent.

As a faith-based peace movement, Pax Christi hopes that stability and order return to the Philippines without delay. We also hope that the human rights of the poor and the most vulnerable in the Philippines are protected.
