Greetings to you all.  We are indeed humbled by your support and solidarity during this very difficult period in our history.  Some of us who have worked and struggled for a culture of peace and tolerance are horrified by this co-ordinated and well funded programme of intimidation, murders, burning of homes, torture, rape and massive displacements of innocent villagers and people in urban areas.  There is need to stop such violence and an even more urgent need to protect women and children from such violence.  
 

Zimbabwe has been on a downward spiral for the past ten years and we see a humanitarian crisis brewing countrywide.  This is mainly characterised by critical food shortages and a collapse of all state service institutions eg health services, social welfare, the judiaciary/rule of the law and the education system.  I am also drafting a concept plan for mitigation and peacebulding  activities by WPP in Zimbabwe.  Displaced women who have children with them have more needs than other populations, including reproductive and martenal health services and improvements in their security.  There are an estimated 200 000 displaced people and a third of them are women.  
 

However we will continue as FOR Zimbabwe to struggle for peace, justice and tolerance in our beloved country.
