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a) Nonviolence Handbook:
The compilation of the first ever Nonviolence Resource/Handbook by the FOR-Zambia group has finally been completed. This little compilation is dedicated to all young people in Zambia and the Copperbelt Region in particular who feel the need to stand up and speak out against any form of injustice that impedes the improvement of their welfare and respect of their inalienable rights. Titled Nonviolence: A Practicable Tool - Handbook for young social activists, a resource for nonviolent approaches to conflict transformation, the handbook is a consequence of the Nonviolence and Conflict Transformation Project launched in 2007. It has covered five broad themes - Definition of Active Nonviolence; Religious Basis of Nonviolence; Method of Nonviolent Social Change; Leadership and Power and Applications of Nonviolence.  Thus far, several copies of this material have been circulated to different schools in Zambia’s Copperbelt region. 

b) Introduction to Poverty Reduction Strategy Processes
The Fellowship of Reconciliation Zambia [FORZA] in partnership with Bread for the World and Institute Sudwind of Germany between January 14th and 17th 2009 organised an Orientation to the Poverty Reduction Strategy Processes Workshop its associate staff and members. Most of the participants were young people and were drawn through the Youth Empowerment and Children’s Programme [YEP/CR]. Among other objectives, the workshop sought to enhance participant’s capacity to critically reflect on PRSP interventions through exposure to a range of different economic and development initiatives locally and globally such as Zambia’s Fifth National Development Plan [FNDP] and the Millennium Development Goals [MDGs]. A total of twenty participants came together for this three day event. FORZA and YEPCR are currently developing follow up activities based on the outcome of the training. 
c) Nonviolence Sensitisation and Awareness Project 

In January, FORZA launched the Nonviolence Sensitisation and Awareness Project in collaboration with the Fellowship of Reconciliation England [FoRE]. The project seeks to contribute to peaceful and culturally nonviolent students and young people in Zambia and the northern region in particular. It hopes to achieve its goal by increasing nonviolence skills and techniques awareness among students through empowering teachers with information. There are two core activities under this project including two Stakeholders Awareness/Consultation Seminars which will bring together teachers to review and get acquainted with the content of the active nonviolence handbook and deal with all the unanswered questions following their use of the materials. The first seminar is set for March 7th and 8th 2009. The other activity is the Peace and Nonviolence Exhibition Day and this will be aimed at eliciting from the students the Nonviolence skills and knowledge acquired through their teachers who have benefited from the resources by FORZA. The purpose of this day is to assess and gauge how effective the proliferation of the Peace and Nonviolence knowledge has been by the teachers and the assimilation by the youths. 
d) International Youth Gathering  
The Youth Empowerment and Children’s Rights Programme of FORZA is planning an International Youth Gathering to be held in Kitwe Zambia tentatively from September 13th to 19th 2009. The aim of these gathering is to provide opportunity for young activists between the ages of 16 and 30 for a south - north exchange, skills training, to share their insights, visions and concerns for the future. It is hoped that participants will be drawn from among others IFOR BGAs with youth sections and other like minded organisations around the world strongly committed to peace and nonviolence. The programme will soon circulate the announcement and practical details on the event.  
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
