Below I summarize some of the immediate outcomes of WPP’s participation:

1) Profiling of the WPP at the Colloquium:
· WPP was represented through a 7-women delegation, consisting of Akos and Chrystal (WPP Africa Desk); WPP trainees / NVET partners Lucy (Ghana), Jeanne (Burundi); Aimée Espérance (DRC) and Margie Mavudzi (Zimbabwe), and myself (WPP/IS).

· The afternoons of both Colloquium days were devoted to breakout groups, allowing more in-depth reflection and discussion on themes such as Security Council Resolution 1325, Women’s Leadership, Economic Empowerment, Climate Change, Migration and Millennium Development Goal 3. During the breakout session of March 7, focusing on UNSCR 1325, WPP was invited to the Colloquium front stage during the theme “Regional Peace Building: What Role for Women and Women’s Organizations”; to present its experiences and lessons learned as a program supporting women’s peace initiatives worldwide ---- Luckily I had a speeach with me (copy on the F:drive); this provided outreach to at least 200 participants from different parts of the world. As a response several participants came up to link up with the WPP.
WPP also provided considerable input in the second day’s break-out session on UNSCR 1325, sharing its experiences (successes and challenges with the Dutch NAP), as well as recommendations for those involved in the creation of Action Plans in their own country.

· During the afternoon of March 8, the WPP Africa Regional Desk organized a

side event in the FAS Peace Tent, where WPP partners from Zimbabwe, DRC, Ghana and Burundi

shared their experiences with peacebuilding on the ground. Although at first it seemed it would not go on as the Colloquiun program was too packed, thus affecting side-event attendance levels, Akos nonetheless persisted and several people attended this side event.

3) Future activities:

On Monday 9 March the first face-to-face meeting of the Women Peace Builders’ Community of Practice took place, organized by the International Women’s Tribunal (IWTC) with local support from WIPNET Liberia. A detailed report will follow soon (will be send by IWTC). WPP was well-represented during this meeting with its 7-people delegation as well as representatives of other groups whose members had been trained by the Africa Desk (e.g Teso women from Uganda). A first joint activity for the future will be on the occasion of the 2010 UNSCR 1325 conference, when the UNSG will invite Foreign Ministers to New York to report on progress in terms of UNSCR 1325 – we felt it important that civil society will be represented during the meetings and have taken it upon ourselves to make sure this will happen.
4) Inspiration:

Last but nor least; the Colloquium provided energy, inspiration, and the feeling of being part of an ever-growing 1325 community.
