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                                                       Situation In Sri Lanka. 

 A particular race is destroyed in our neighboring country in the name ” War Against Terrorism”. 

A country that has a pseudo-democratic image like Sri Lanka which has a formal Government Set-up is allowed to violate the fundamental rights of a human being, execute Genocide and uproot a race from its soil. 

At this crucial juncture the questions pointed by us to the Conscience of the International community and countries that believe in Human rights and democracy are… 

Can a government be permitted to unleash gruesome violence on innocent civilians in the name of War against Terrorism?  

Can Genocide and ethnic cleansing activity by a Government be termed as War against Terrorism? 

Can a ruthless HOLOCAUST by a state that proclaims itself as a Democratic state be termed as “War Against Terrorism”? 
 
The simple and humane thing that the international community could have done is “not to allow the so called democratic state of Sri Lanka to crush the sons of the soil..
Instead the International community has
1) Failed to condemn the Sri Lankan army for indiscriminately using the “Banned Clusters Bombs” and “poisonous gas bombs “ targeting innocent civilians; 
2)  Failed to condemn the Sinhala army's brutal genocidal attacks  as genocide but on the contrary having armed and trained the Sinhala armed forces; 
3)  Failed to condemn the shelling by Sri Lanka of self announced safety zones, which killed hundreds of Tamils and gravely injured many thousands more;
4) Failed to prevent Sri Lanka's deliberate targeting of hospitals, schools, orphanages, churches and temples;
5) Failed to prevent Sri Lanka from ordering humanitarian organizations to leave the country. 
6) Failed to condemn Sri Lanka for preventing the media from entering these areas as deliberate actions directed to facilitate a genocidal war without witnesses.
7) Failed to condemn the Sri Lankan defence ministry’s declaration of criticisms and protests by Human Rights activists as “Acts demoralising the armed forces” and declaring them as traitors. 
8) Failed to condemn the Sri Lankan Army’s brutal activity of raping even the corpses of women, raping women and planting bombs in their vagina and mutilating them.
9) Failed to condemn the Sri Lankan state for executing Trial less detentions;
10) Failed to condemn the Sri Lankan state for being the cause of 80000 forced disappearances, leading the country to occupy the prestigious second position in the list of countries having highest number of forced disappearances, the first being held by Iraq;
11) Suggested that Tamil civilians are 'trapped in the fighting in the Vanni' when in truth Tamil civilians are not 'trapped in the fighting' or in the crossfire but  are being deliberately targeted and killed by Sri Lanka armed forces;
