Today situation in Georgia is very complicated.

1. Georgian armed forces left their positions in the South Ossetia, but it did not change situation with regard to the bombings (Gori and outskirts of Tbilisi and villages in Tskhinvali region have been bombed several times), blockade of Poti Sea Port and Russian military presence. Russian troops are now also in Abkhazia and there also bombings of Zugdidi district and Kodori Gorge.

2. There are IDPs in Tbilisi and they are not provided with the basic things. More IDPs are expected in Tbilisi. They need help by wound textile, dressing, meals etc. 

3. There are also problems related to the children in the Tskhinvali region and Gori, some of them lost connections with their families and relatives, or relatives have been killed. The same refers to the elder people who do not have relatives.
4. Nobody from international organizations or NGOs, except Human Rights Watch paid real attention to the situation. Visit of the Western diplomats is all the time postponed.

5. Tbilisi is in informational isolation and panics gradually develop.

 Today the whole population of Georgia is hostages of the insanity of the political regimes and silence of the international community. The only way to rescue more than 4 millions of hostages with no regard whether they are Georgians, Ossetians or Russians, as well as to prevent dying of young soldiers from the all armies and militia is to push on international and intergovernmental organizations to react finally. 
We request from all those for whom not only human rights, but human lives are important, from all those for whom is important freedom and human being, not enslaved by the “right of force” but encouraged by justice and compassion to provide urgent support in the following areas:

1. Organize informing of the international community and your societies about situation in Georgia, help to attract attention of the governments and made them react, as well as international and intergovernmental organizations.

2. To spread a word about situation and keep informational space clean and balanced preventing from development of the hate speech and war propaganda, as well as to promote dialogue between those who are currently divided by hatred. 

3. To support organization of the international humanitarian mission and creation of the special working group consisting of the human rights protection activists, representatives of the international networks and organizations, which will provide for the independent analysis of the situation, help to eliminate concrete human rights violations and will act as a guarantee within the process of the conflict resolution, stopping of violence and rehabilitation of those who suffered, as well as provide evaluation of the situation in accordance to the international law. 
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
