· IFOR provides advocacy and representation at national and international level

OBJECTIVES

IFOR has established the following key objectives, not in priority order, that it will strive to accomplish during the period 2006-2010

1. to strengthen and promote its interfaith based Active Nonviolence

2. to challenge religious justifications of all forms of violence

3. to promote international solidarity and dialogue between state and civil society by nonviolent means.

4. to promote human rights, restorative justice and reconciliation

5. to promote a culture of peace and nonviolence and work for disarmament and demilitarisation.

6. to strengthen existing branches and groups and support the growth of IFOR in all regions.

7. to develop youth empowerment in IFOR and promote the rights of children and future generations

8. to achieve gender equality within IFOR and actively promote gender equality beyond IFOR

9. to promote cultural diversity and encourage minority participation within IFOR

10. to nurture, widen and deepen the spiritual basis of the Fellowship.
