Three seminars about conflicts in the church by Dr. Richard Blackburn and organised by the Dutch Mennonite Training-and Mediation Center (Geweldloos Samenleven) and the Dutch Network of Peace Builders (Evangelicals).

Dr. Richard Blackburn is director of the Lombard Mennonite Peace Center in Chicago, USA. He has more than 25 years of experiences with working on transformation of conflicts in the church. He developed a model specifically for working on conflicts in the churches using the theory of Murray Bowen about Family Systems.
 Description of the three courses
A. Family systems and emotional processes in church and society

Thursday 28 and Friday 29 August, 2008

In this two day seminar (5 day parts) for ministers, church workers, priests, coaches and mediators  the participants learn about the underlying causes of conflicts and how to deal with them. The theory gives gripe on (self) management and teaches ways to deal with conflicts in church settings in a new way.

Many conflicts inhibit church communities to become what they are called to be: groups of people who grow together in spiritual life, service to the world. What can be the responsibility and role of the 
ministers, church workers, priests, coaches and mediators? How can one deal with deep underlying root causes of often underground conflicts, who resurface under the pressure of change?

Besides the plenary sessions there will be small group work. The participants are asked to bring in their own practical case studies.

B. Dealing with conflicts in the church

Saturday 30 august 2008

This day seminar (two day parts) is intended for lay people who are interested in knowing what to do in their church of community when there is underlying tension. How to recognize the patterns that cause for tension in the church as a whole and with individuals as such and what can be done about this by you as an individual church member are the central question this day. 
Besides the plenary sessions there will be small group work. The participants are asked to bring in their own practical case studies.

C. Transforming conflicts inthe church

Monday 1 and Tuesday 2 September 2008

Especially for ministers church workers, priests, coaches and mediators a two day seminar (5 day parts) to train them in dealing with conflicts in the church in times of (turbulent) change.

The attention will be on how to work with mediation skills in light of restoring relations between individuals and groups, with accent on reconciliation.

You will receive a concrete model on how to work on change and reconciliation in a church setting 

where differences have become a point of tension.

 Besides the plenary sessions there will be small group work. The participants are asked to bring in their own practical case studies.
